Bylaws of the International Society for Ceramics in Medicine
Bylaw 1: Office

The Office of the Society shall be at the Institute where the Treasurer is working.
Bylaw 2: Election of Membership

1. The application forms for membership, which includes full name, date of birth, home address, affiliation and contact phone, fax and e-mail details, degrees and titles, specialities, publication list and/or relevant experience, must reach the Secretary General.
2. After due consideration of the candidates, the Executive Committee shall elect members and report their names to the General Assembly.
Bylaw 3: Terms and Dues

1. The membership term and the office term of the Society shall be from the end of a Congress to the following Congress.
2. The annual dues of 120 US dollars must be paid to the Treasurer before the Congress every year.
3. Only those who paid the annual dues before the Congress are eligible to receive proceedings of the Congress free of charge and to attend the Congress at a reduced registration fee.
Bylaw 4: Proceedings of the Congress

1. The President and the Organizing Committee of the Congress are obliged to produce Proceedings of the Congress and for distribution at the Congress.
2. Those who paid the annual dues before the Congress and did not attend the Congress are eligible to receive the proceedings, free of charge, by mail.
3. Those who did not pay the annual dues before the Congress may purchase the book through the Publisher at a normal rate.
Bylaw 5: Awards

1. The Society may collect donations of any amount from different sources to provide awards.
2. The name of companies that contributed to the creation of awards may be announced publicly.
